1. Introduction

Australia and China jointly propose the designation of Amanda Bay, Ingrid Christensen Coast, Princess Elizabeth Land, East Antarctica as an Antarctic Specially Protected Area (ASPA) under Article 3 of Annex V to the Protocol on Environmental Protection to the Antarctic Treaty.

The Management Plan aims to protect the breeding colony of approximately 3000 pairs of emperor penguins annually resident in the south-west corner of Amanda Bay, while providing for continued collection of valuable long-term research and monitoring data. 

2. Management Plan format

The Management Plan has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of Annex V to the Protocol and the Guide to the Preparation of Management Plans for Antarctic Specially Protected Areas, appended to Resolution 2 (1998) of Antarctic Treaty Consultative Meeting XXII.

3. Intersessional review

The draft Management Plan is submitted for consideration by the Committee for Environmental Protection (CEP). Australia and China would be pleased to convene or participate in an intersessional review of the draft plan management plan by the CEP before full consideration at CEP XI.
