	a) The area of the ASPA has been updated with a correction to 676 km2; 
b) Addition of text to describe contemporary research using fish specimens collected within the Area; 
c) Updates to tourist activity within Dallmann Bay during the period 2001-08 have been added, showing a recent increase in the number of tourist vessels visiting Dallmann Bay, with some visitors undertaking kayaking activities within this region. Data reported for activities ‘within Dallmann Bay’ do not make a more specific distinction of the locations where these activities are being carried out, although the data show that no tourist landings have been made on western Brabant Island since 2001-02. There is some anecdotal evidence to suggest that tourist activities in Dallmann Bay are more likely to be undertaken in the Melchior Islands and near Anvers Island (Crosbie pers. comm. 2008). Moreover, it is not expected that such activities are having any significant impact on the values for which the site is protected.
