	a) Recent census data has shown that Adélie penguins (Pygoscelis adeliae) are currently extinct on Litchfield Island (Section 6). Recent data on trends in bird and mammal populations within the Area and evidence of response of the marine ecosystem surrounding Litchfield Island to climatic warming;

b) Evidence of recovery of previously damaged vegetation in response to declining Antarctic fur seal populations was noted (Section 6);

c) In view of the importance of regionally changing climate patterns, which are affecting the ecology on Litchfield Island, data have been added detailing surface air temperatures at Palmer Station for the period 1974 to 2004 (Section 6);

d) Policies on aircraft have been updated to maintain consistency with Resolution 2 (2004) ‘Guidelines for the operation of aircraft near concentrations of birds in Antarctica’ (Section 7(i));
