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Bulgaria-Turkey Scientific Collaboration in Antarctica

Information paper submitted by Bulgaria and Turkey

Summary

The collaboration between the two countries is reported in the context of the 28th Bulgarian Antarctic Expedition (BAE) and the 4th Turkish Antarctic Expedition (TAE).

Bulgaria-Turkey Scientific Collaboration
Within the scope of 28th Bulgarian Antarctic Expedition and the 4th Turkish Antarctic Expedition which was carried out under the auspices of Presidency of the Republic of Turkey and supported by the Turkish Ministry of Industry and Technology, collaborative research between Bulgarian Antarctic Institute and Polar Research Institute under TUBITAK (Turkish Scientific and Technological Research Council) Marmara Research Center was successfully completed.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Lyubomir Kenderov conducted a research project titled “Crustaceans (Amphipoda order) from Seawaters of South Bay, Livingston: Taxonomic Composition and Ecological Preferences”. Between 12 February – 6 March 2020, hydrobiological studies have been done in Horseshoe Island and surrounding waters. Dr. Kenderov’s fieldwork with the support of the Turkish Antarctic Expedition Team was successfully completed. 
It was a mutual pleasure to work together during the last summer and we hope that this successful collaboration will continue in the future years. 
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
